Deworming

Kittens should be dewormed multiple times (at each vaccine visit) and verified parasite free by fecal exam at some
point during their kitten vaccination series.

Feline Leukemia virus (FeL'V) and Jfeline Immunodeficiency Virus (FIV) Testin

Kittens should be tested for FeLV and FIV if the status of the parents is unknown.

Feeding

Kittens should be fed a reputable kitten food until at least 6 months of age. Then they should be fed an adult cat
diet. Moist food is fine to feed as long as the amount offered is controlled so the kitten/cat does not overeat. Rec-
ommended diets are Eukanuba/Purina/Science Diet/and human grade ingredient diets (holistic diets).
